Describes how a PTO shaft operates, how people get caught in them, review of general 
rescue procedures, shows a rescue, and answers common questions. 
 
AG EQUIPMENT OPERATOR SAFETY SERIES     65:00 
Training resource for youth engaged in ag operations. Ages 13 to adult.  
 
AMAZING WHEAT          16:00 
The Amazing Wheat video provides your students with an educational (and 
entertaining) look at wheat, “the principal sustaining grain for people around the world.”

Talks to people who have survived because of ROPS. Describes why and how rollover's 
occur. Talks about how manufacturers are making it easier for farmers to get affordable 
ROPS for their tractors. 
 
DAIRY SAFETY - IT'S NO ACCIDENT       30:00 
Safety with cows, bulls and calves along with chemical safety and general farm safety.  
 
DANGERS DOWN ON THE FARM       30:00 
Deals with the dangers of farm machinery and shows how farmers may be injured.  
 
DEFENSIVE DRIVING         90:00  
Five areas of defensive driving are covered. 1) The Reunion, 2) Defense Never Rests,

PART 2:  Farm Safety, Family Style - Candid conversations with farm families about 
safety concerns and the changing roles of farm wives and mothers. 
 
PART 3: Farm Safety, A Second Chance - Individuals and families share how their 
lives have been affected by a farm injury or fatality.

Stresses the importance of having a "plan of action" before a farm accident happens.

Stresses the need for safe use of anhydrous ammonia fertilizer and equipment.

Examines the dangers of railroad crossings and decisions you need to protect yourself.

Through 
commentary from a farmer\'s widow and a survivor, viewers are reminded of the terrible 
consequences that can result from a rollover when the operator is not protected by the 
ROPS and seat belt.

Covers the safe operation and maintenance of farm, landscaping and estate tractors. 
Aimed at tractor renters, farm audience and anyone who will be operating a tractor.

Compares the safety of flying an airplane to that of operating farm tractors.   
 
YOUNG DRIVERS - THE HIGH RISK YEARS: Gimme the Keys, Please  14:00 
Parents of beginning drivers, who died in crashes, tell how the tragedies happened and 
how they've been affected. Learn how to reduce the driving risks of young drivers.
