Don’t Let Kids Play On Tractors

The tractor was parked with the engine off and the brake set. Two brothers, one age 5 and the other age 1, climbed up on the tractor to play. As they pretended to drive, the boys released the brake and knocked the tractor out of gear. The tractor rolled down a hill and into a set of plows. The one-year old was thrown from the tractor, struck his head, and died. The boy’s mother was injured when she tried to stop the runaway tractor. If you let children play on tractors the consequences can be deadly.
