RULES

1. Two to four persons can compete per team with 1 alternate available for a team of four.  A collegiate chapter may enter two teams but must fulfill a four person team if there are four persons present. Example: four persons from a collegiate chapter can form two teams….one of four and one of two, three or four.
2. Each team must be an associate or voting or a dependent of a voting member, or a member of an established collegiate chapter.  Team members must be 18-35 years old.
3. Questions will cover the following subjects: Agricultural Safety, Agriculture Management, Agriculture Mechanics, Animal Science, Crop Production, Family Life, Organizational, Horticulture, Natural Resources, Agricultural Statistics, Ag Issues/Current Events, and Farm Bureau information.

4. There will be three ten-minute rounds.  Introduction of teams will be made between rounds.

5. Questions will be worth the following: Toss up are 10 points, Bonus are 20 points, and Tie-breakers are each 10 points.  Teams must select the best answer being offered in the multiple-choice.

6. There will be two bonus questions per round.  Bonus questions will be worth double the round points.  If a bonus question is answered incorrectly, the team will lose only the value of the general questions.  Bonus questions will be open-ended.

7. The person buzzing in must answer immediately.  Once the buzzer sounds, the reading of the question and answers will cease.

8. No conferring by any team will be allowed once a person buzzes in.  Questions will be thrown out if there is a violation.

9. No paper and writing utensils will be allowed.

10. After an incorrect answer, the competing team(s) will have 10 seconds to buzz in to “steal” the question, to gain the points or bonus points.  They may also pass without penalty.  A question can only be “stolen” once.

11. If no team buzzes in within 10 seconds, that question will be thrown out without penalty.

12. Questions may be repeated one time (only in case of a steal).

13. In preliminary rounds, two practice questions will be read and answered before the match begins.

14. Rounds will consist of 20 multiple choice questions and 2 bonus questions.  Tie-breaker if needed.

15. Judges decisions are final.

16. If once a question has been asked and a team buzzes in to answer, the “best” answer will be accepted.  The accuracy of the answer will not be discussed until after the round is over.

17. The KFB Young Farmers and Ranchers State Committee members serve as rules committee.  They will make decisions for any disputes that arise.

18. The KFB Young Farmers and Ranchers State Committee members and employees of Kansas Farm Bureau are ineligible to participate.
19. A collegiate chapter may enter up to two teams.

20. Questions will all be multiple-choice except for the two bonus questions at the end of each round.  The bonus questions will be open-ended.  Each team will have buzzers placed in front of them.  Contestants will buzz in to respond to the questions. 
21. Contestants must respond with the corresponding letter and correct answer to the question.  
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
