ce this calf is wearing an ear tag. This helps 

ranchers to iden
fy and keep records of all the 

cows and calves they have in their herd. 

This is an angus bull. He will produce calves that will 

be used for either replacement stock or beef.  

This female cow is a beef breed called 

“Hereford.”  She will have a calf every year. 

This steer will be used for high value cuts 

of meat.  A steer is a castrated bull. 



This young female pig is known as a gilt. She has not  

given birth to any piglets. 

Here is a young boar. He will produce offspring  that will 

one day be used for a variety of different commodi
es. 

This sow has just given birth to her piglets. A sow is a  

female hog who has given birth. 



This is a hen. Hens are female chickens that  

produce eggs. Egg colors are determined by the 

chicken’s breed. This chicken lays a brown egg. 

These chicks took 21 days to hatch out 

of their eggs. 

A rooster is not  

needed for a hen to 

lay an egg. He  

fer
lizes eggs that 

will be used for  

hatching. Most eggs 

from the store are 

not fer
lized. 

When this pullet  

begins to lay eggs, 

they will be smaller 

than average un

She is a young female 

chicken less than a 

year old. 



The mature weight of a ram, depending on the 

breed, ranges from 150 to 450 pounds. A ram is 

an intact male sheep. A castrated male is called a 

wether. 

Lambs are old enough to be weaned at  

2-3 months of age. 

A female sheep older than one year is known as 

a ewe. A ewe can have one to three lambs per 

li"er.  



This breed of dairy cow is called a Holstein. They are the most 

popular dairy breed in the United States.  

Dairy calves only stay with their mom for a few 

weeks aAer birth. AAer that, the farmer takes 

care of the female calves un
l they are old 

enough to produce milk, and sells the male 

calves. 

There are six main breeds of dairy cows, while 

there are more than 250 breeds of beef cows. 

This dairy female is a Milking Shorthorn. 



This mare has just given birth to a foal. 

She was pregnant with it for 11 months. A stallion is an intact male horse.  

Many farmers and ranchers like to ride geldings. A gelding 

is a castrated male horse. 

A newborn horse is called a foal. A male is  

referred to as a colt, and a female is called a filly.  



This breed of meat goat is called “Boer.” He is 

male, so he’s referred to as a buck or a billy. This doe is a dairy goat. She produces milk. 

This doe, or nanny, is a meat goat. Her  

offspring will provide meat for many people 

to eat. 

These young goats are called kids.
